NOTICE to Exporters No 2012-2
Ban on 127 volt products and other voltage restrictions

DECISION OF JUNE 3rd, 2012 (Free translation)

The MoCI (The Saudi Ministry of Commerce and Industry) issued a Ministerial Decision dated on June 3rd, 2012 to ban on 127
volt products with other voltage restrictions. This decision was entered into effect from November 26th, 2011.

I am enclosing herewith a copy of the approval of His Excellency the Minister on 
what is stated in a speech of his Excellency the Minister of Water and Electricity No 
2/1/3964 dated on 22/5/1432 H  in addition of the  letter  of  His Excellence   No. 
349 / 3   dated on    20/2/1432  H, which referred to the Council of Ministers 
Resolution No. 324 and the date of 20/9/1431  H (attached) to approve changing 
the voltage of electricity distribution for residential and commercial establishments 
in the new areas and for new subscribers in the existing areas from (127/220) volts 
to the voltage (230/400) volt.
The speech by HE Minister of Water and electricity included a number of important 
points, as follows:

1.To stop the import and manufacture of all electrical appliances, equipment and
accessories working on a voltage of "127" volts, giving a deadline within a period of
six months from the date of issuance of the suspension decision.
2.To continue the import and manufacture of electrical appliances, equipment and
accessories of dual voltage 127/220 volts, as well as the ones working on the
voltage 220 volts for the next five years from the date of issuance of the decision.
3.After five years from the issuance of the decision, the import and manufacture of
appliances and electrical equipment and accessories shall be limited to operating
voltages 220 or 230 volts,
4.For electrical appliances, equipment and accessories working on three phases,
the import and manufacture shall be limited to appliances and equipment operating
on the voltage 230/400 volt .
5.To continue allowing the import and manufacture of spare parts for electrical
appliances, equipment and accessories that work on the voltage 127 volts for a
period of 15 years from the effective date of the decision.
6.After ten years from the issuance of the decision, the import and manufacture of
electrical appliances, equipment and accessories shall be limited to voltages of
230/400 volts.

Based on the approval of His Excellency the Minister to stop the importation of all 
electrical appliances and equipment and accessories that work on the voltage (127) 
volts from the date of 1/7/1433 AH,  and gradually applying the rest of the decisions 
afterwards, in order to give importers time  to  adjust their status with international  
factories. 

Accordingly please be notified and take the following actions:
1 – Circulate the decision to all chambers of commerce and industry to inform its 
related companies and traders  to commit to it 
2 – To be published on billboards in all the chambers of commerce and industry 
and in their magazines, and notify us with what is done.
