For additional services to the BOC, the ACSC shall be allowed to charge a fee in accordance with international
standards and practices, but in no case to exceed one-half of one percent (0.5 %) of the FOB value of the cargo.
The fee shall be payable by the exporter, unless otherwise agreed upon by and between the importer and
exporter (Customs Memorandum Order 18-2010, Art 8).

Nevertheless, Bureau Veritas/BIVAC may invoice the Seller in the event of supplementary inspection visits (in
vain or unsatisfactory results). The costs incurred by the Seller in presenting the goods for inspection, such as
unpacking, handling, testing, sampling, repacking... are for the account of the Seller.

Break Bulk Cargo : Non-containerised general cargo stored in boxes, bales, pallets or other individual units to
be loaded onto or discharged from vessels; cargo loaded individually and described in terms of quantity and
weight, (e.g. steel coils, logs, sacks of rice) and not in shipping containers nor in bulk as with oil or grain.
